The 
following chart shows the range of outcomes for several different portfolios over rolling 1-, 5-, 10-, and 20-year 
periods.  

Note the benefit of:

Diversification: Diversified portfolios can lead to more consistent and less volatile results than a single asset class.  
Consistency and downside protection are both critically important to long-term investment success.  In our series 
on portfolio diversification we also highlighted the benefits across various asset classes, and global equities. 

Long Time Horizon: Markets can be extremely volatile in the short term and equity drawdowns can be severe and 
occur suddenly.  Returns are not linear, and markets do not rise by an equal amount every week, month, year, or 
even decade.  The longer the investment time horizon the greater the odds of positive returns.  The market goes 
up over time as difficult periods do not last forever.
